Faith 

At his weekly general audience, 
the Holy Father said confirmation 
ensures that a ChristianÕs life is 
infused with the Holy Spirit and 
embodied in JesusÕ image Ôfor us 
to love like him.Õ

VATICAN CITY Ð In his 
Wednesday audience, Pope Francis 
reflected on the sacrament of 
confirmation, explaining to 
Christians that this sacrament is 
intrinsically linked to their baptism 
and fortifies their relationship with 

the Church. 

ÒConfirmation unites us more firmly to Christ,Ó the Pope said in his 
Jan. 29 general audience. ÒIt strengthens our relationship with the 
Church, and it gives us a special strength from the Holy Spirit to 
defend the faith and confess the name of Christ.Ó 

The Pope began his weekly audience by addressing the thousands of 
pilgrims present in St. PeterÕs Square, stating, ÒDear brothers and 
sisters: In our continuing catechesis on the seven sacraments, we now 
reflect on confirmation.Ó 

Confirmation, he explained, Òtogether with baptism and the Eucharist, 
is one of the sacraments of Christian initiation.Ó 

These three sacraments, he noted, form part Òof the unique process of 
Christian initiation through which we are gradually inserted in Christ, 
dead and risen, and we receive a new life, making us members of the 
Church.Ó 

Reflecting on the term confirmation, the Pope highlighted that the 
word Òindicates that this sacrament ratifies baptismal grace.Ó 
He then explained that, during confirmation, Òthrough the sacramental 
sign of anointing with sacred chrism, we receive the gift of the Holy 
Spirit in order to be more closely conformed to Christ, GodÕs 
Ôanointed one.ÕÓ 

ÒWe are also strengthened Ñ ÔconfirmedÕ Ñ in the grace of our 
baptism and in our mission of bearing daily witness to Christ and his 
love,Ó the Holy Father continued, adding, ÒConfirmation is GodÕs 
work,Ó as is every sacrament. 

And this particular sacrament, said the Pope, Òensures that our life be 
embodied in the image of his Son, for us to love like him, infusing his 
Holy Spirit.Ó (Source: National Catholic Register)
